Vedic Mathematics

Vedic maths comes from the Vedic tradition of India. The
Vedas are the most ancient record of human experience
and knowledge, passed down orally for generations and
written down about 5,000 years ago. Medicine, architecture,
astronomy and many other branches of knowledge,
including maths, are dealt with in the texts. Perhaps it is not
surprising that the country credited with introducing our
current number system and the invention of perhaps the
most important mathematical symbol, 0, may have more to
offer in the field of maths.

The remarkable system of Vedic maths was rediscovered
from ancient Sanskrit texts early last century. The system is
based on 16 sutras or aphorisms, such as: "by one more
than the one before" and "all from nine and the last from
10". These describe natural processes in the mind and ways
of solving a whole range of mathematical problems. For
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example, if we wished to subtract 564 from 1,000 we simply
apply the sutra "all from nine and the last from 10". Each
figure in 564 is subtracted from nine and the last figure is
subtracted from 10, yielding 436.

Use the formula ALL FROM 9 AND THE LAST FROM 10 to
perform instant subtractions.

For example 1000 - 357 = 643

We simply take each figure in 357 from 9 and the last figure
from 10.
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So the answer is 1000 - 357 = 643
